ISC PARTICIPANT CODE OF CONDUCT

ALL PARTICIPANTS — INCLUDING PLAYERS, COACHES AND CHAPERONES - MUST AGREE TO
ACCEPT AND ABIDE BY THE RULES OF THE ISC.

THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES AND RULES SHALL APPLY TO ALL PARTICIPANTS IN THE ISC AND
ALL ACTIVITIES WITHIN THE ISC. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY OF THE GUIDELINES AND/OR
RULES LISTED BELOW WILL RESULT IN THE IMMEDIATE DISMISSAL OF THE OFFENDING

INDIVIDUAL AND THE IMMEDIATE DISMISSAL OF THE OFFENDING INDIVIDUAL’S ENTIRE TEAM.

1. GENERAL GUIDELINES:

PARTICIPANTS ARE EXPECTED TO CONDUCT THEMSELVES AT ALL TIMES AS RESPECTFUL
GUESTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF NEW MEXICO.

PARTICIPANTS ARE EXPECTED TO CONDUCT THEMSELVES IN A MANNER WHICH IS IN KEEPING
WITH REPRESENTING THEIR RESPECTIVE TEAM/TRIBE/NATION/ STATE/ PROVINCE/TERRITORY,
AND WILL NOT BRING DISCREDIT UPON THE INDIGENOUS SOCCER CUP.

RESPECT FOR PROPERTY OF OTHERS, ADHERENCE TO RULES AND GUIDELINES AS SPECIFIED
HERE OR BY THE COACH/ADMINISTRATOR, AND OBSERVANCE OF STATE AND FEDERAL LAWS
ARE REQUIRED FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE INDIGENOUS SOCCER CUP.

2. DISCIPLINE RULES:

A) SUBSTANCE USE AND/OR POSSESSION THEREOF - DRUGS, ALCOHOL, AND/OR TOBACCO
(BY MINORS) - IS CAUSE FOR IMMEDIATE DISMISSAL FROM THE ISC.

B) PERSISTENT IRRESPONSIBILITY AND DISRESPECTFUL BEHAVIOR IS CAUSE FOR
DISMISSAL FROM THE TOURNAMENT.

C) DESTRUCTION OF PROPERTY OR VIOLATION OF STATE AND FEDERAL LAWS IS CAUSE
FOR DISMISSAL FROM THE TOURNAMENT.

D) FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY AND ALL EVENT, TEAM, OR SPECIFIC ACTIVITY RULES
MAY BE CAUSE FOR DISCIPLINARY ACTION. PERSISTENT FAILURE WILL BE CAUSE FOR
DISMISSAL FROM THE TOURNAMENT FOR OFFENDING INDIVIDUAL AND OFFENDING
INDIVIDUAL’S ENTIRE TEAM AND COULD AFFECT A TEAM’S FUTURE PARTICIPATION IN
THE ISC.

PLEASE NOTE: IF DISMISSAL FROM THE ISC OCCURS, TEAMS MAY BE DISMISSED IMMEDIATELY
FROM UNIVERSITY OF NEW MEXICO PREMISES AND MUST MAKE CONSEQUENT LODGING
AND/OR TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS AT THEIR OWN COST. NO REIMBURSEMENT OF TOURNAMENT
FEES WILL BE MADE TO DISMISSED PLAYERS, COACHES, CHAPERONES, OR DISMISSED PLAYERS’
FAMILIES.

WE, THE UNDERSIGNED, HAVE READ, UNDERSTAND AND AGREE TO ABIDE BY THE ABOVE
RULES AND GUIDELINES. WE ALSO AGREE TO ACCEPT ACTIONS TAKEN FOR FAILURE TO
ABIDE BY THESE RULES AND GUIDELINES.
